1. Executive Summary
Matahota (which means "Great Bear" in Lakota) Ranch, LLC was formed to fulfill a dream
for its owners, Brian W. Leskovec and Jennifer L. Bright, both native Ohioans, to live in a
rural part of America, to set up their own homestead, and give back to society in as many
forms possible. The decision was made to be as eco-friendly as possible in the operations,
and to promote good conservation techniques of our vital natural resources. Through the
installation of Solar and Wind Power generation, along with Biomass heating, the initial
investment into these technologies will result in lower production costs by eliminating the
enormous consumption of fossil fuels to operate an Agricultural enterprise such as this.

The American Bison, or commonly called Buffalo, was chosen as the main object of
Production for this venture, due to its hardiness and the opportunity to introduce more people
to its healthy properties as an alternative to beef.

Our commitment to giving back to society will take shape in the form of being as "green" as
possible, working with young "up and coming" farmers and ranchers through 4-H and Future
Farmers of America (FFA), making annual donations of our surplus wares to assist those less
fortunate, and to donate annually a live bison to help rebuild the wild herd population and
introduce a new DNA strain into the wild gene pool.

1.1 Business Opportunity
Matahota Ranch, primarily will be engaged in the production of Bison and Bison
Products. Additional plans call for a small dairy operation (cow/sheep/goats) for cheese
making. Also a small Swine operation to provide pork products, and a Wolf-Dog
breeding operation.

1.2 Product/Service Description
Matahota Ranch will produce Live Bison for breeding purposes and Bison meat and
by-products for resale. The Bison will be grass-fed only and no antibiotics or growth
hormones. We will also be producing small amounts of cheeses and pork products, such
as sausage, smoked country-style hams

1.3 Current Business Position
Matahota Ranch, LLC was formed in South Dakota on 4/14/2008 as a Limited Liability
Company, with Principal owners as Brian W. Leskovec as President and Jennifer L.
Bright as Vice-President.

Brian was an 1T (Information Technology) professional for 24 years prior to his Partial
Disability in 2002, spending the last 10 years in Supervision and Management. In this
capacity, he was responsible for all budgeting and financial management, staff and HR
management (33 employees in 3 different U.S. Cities), and all Project Management(many
small projects within one large project).

Jennifer spent 15 years growing up on a farm with poultry, sheep, swine, and beef cattle,
and is a graduate of Future Farmers of America (FFA), and has been employed in various
Customer Related positions throughout her working life. Jennifer is also licensed in the

State of Ohio as an Independent Caregiver, and holds Red Cross CPR certification.

1.4 Financial Potential
We are absolutely committed to ensuring this project gets established and running
smoothly. Our goal is to double in size within a 3 year period, depending on breeding
capabilities of our original herd of bison, and number of stillborn calves (usually
averaging from 5 to 10 % of total annual births)

Bison breed once annually (calving usually begins around April 1st and continues
through June), unlike their bovine relatives beef cattle, which are capable of calving
semi-annually.

The other operations (dairy, swine, , and wolf-dog breeding are planned for annual
growth of 10% annually. (SEE APPENDICES for figures).

These growth rates are on par for a ranch of this size comparable to existing ranches.

Empbhasis will be placed on our marketing outlets, our onsite retail store, Web
E-commerce portal, and retail trailer to be able to vend and pass out samples and
information at remote sites.

1.5 The Request
Matahota Ranch, LLC desires $2 million USD in funding to purchase land,equipment,
fencing, livestock, and construction of facilities. This will enable the venture to be able to
hit the ground running.

Fiscal restraint will be practiced for all purchases. Best prices will always be sought out,
and careful comparisons and consideration before engaging in a purchase.
